Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS), and the following common instructional framework strategies: 
collaborative group work, scaffolding, writing to learn, literacy groups, classroom talk, and questioning.

Parents will:
• Be responsible for regular, punctual attendance 
• Be responsible for updating the school of telephone, address (both mailing and physical), and email 

changes.
• Assist and support their child’s learning by providing proper nutrition 
• Allow for 8-10 hours of sleep each night.
• Actively monitor their child’s screen time and technology use.
• Be responsible for replacing Montessori Materials broken or damaged through the child’s misuse.
• Practice sight words and spelling words with their child each night.
• Provide time for their child to read 20-30 minutes each night. Assistance will be needed.
• Provide a quiet environment for their child to complete occasional projects and work. 
• Attend and participate in all parent-teacher conferences, meetings, and communicate regularly with the 

teacher.
• Participate and/or volunteer for school and classroom activities. 
• Treat school staff with courtesy and respect.
• Check and sign their child’s folder daily.

Students will:
• Attend school regularly.
• Come to class prepared with appropriate materials and completed assignments.
• Practice sight words and spelling words each night.
• Read 20-30 minutes each night and ask for help when needed.
• Help keep the school safe.
• Be respectful of Montessori Materials; treat them with care.
• Respect and cooperate with other students and adults.
• Follow the District and Campus Codes of Conduct for rules and safety.
• Complete work every day and ask for help when needed.
