Parents will:

• Assist and support their child’s learning by providing proper nutrition. 
• Allow for 8-10 hours of sleep each night.
• Actively monitor their child’s screen time and technology use.
• Ask comprehension questions after child has read 20-30 minutes each night and encourage the use of 

reading strategies.
• Provide a quiet environment for homework and assist the child as needed. 
• Monitor student grades using the Online Parent Portal and/or through communication with the teachers.
• Attend and participate in all parent-teacher conferences, meetings, and communicate regularly with the 

teacher.
• Encourage their child to keep their assignments and notes neatly organized inside their binder.
• Participate and/or volunteer for school and classroom activities. 
• Treat school staff with courtesy and respect.

Students will:
• Attend school regularly.
• Come to class prepared with appropriate materials and completed assignments.
• Keep assignments and notes neatly organized inside binder.
• Read 20-30 minutes each night and answer comprehension questions when asked. 
• Use the reading strategies learned in class.
• Help keep the school safe.
• Respect and cooperate with other students and adults.
• Follow the District and Campus Codes of Conduct for rules and safety.
• Complete homework every day and ask for help when needed.
